Areas of greatest attention;

· I feel that more needs to be done with respect to safety. Yes = 32%

· Our Safety Subcommittee meets before school to discuss the issues of safety.  Recent Improvements include;
· Staff “swipe” ID badges
· Revised office procedures for visitors
· Working closely with the Bolton Police Department to refine our comprehensive crisis management system.


· I feel that more needs to be done in the area of bus safety.  Yes = 56%

· Mr. Bates held a bus driver summit to share these results and articulate a common vision for bus safety and behavior.

· Student bus incidents are down from this time last year.  


· I am satisfied with the quality of the school lunch program.  No = 51%

· This data was shared with the District Food Service coordinator.

· Healthier choices have been added on a regular basis.

· Fresh ingredients have been more readily evident in student lunches

· Student lunch purchase numbers have increased.


· I am aware of the Florence Sawyer School’s School Improvement Plan.  No = 54%
